CEVA Region Rule Differences

Juniors

The Libero is allowed to serve. If 2 Liberos are designated they may serve only in
one position.

Power League — Prior to the coin toss, ten minutes of shared warm-ups will be
added for the first two matches of pool play.

Adults

Uniforms — Players shirts and shorts need to be the same color (i.e. shirts — red,
shorts — black). The style may be different.

Libero Uniform — Shirt must be contrasting in color. A number is not needed.
The Libero is allowed to serve. If 2 Liberos are designated they may serve only in
one position.

Playoff Game

A playoff game is considered a match and only one set will be played.
1 set to 15 points, must win by 2. Switching at 8 points.

Penalty for teams that do not fulfill their officiating responsibilities
during a tournament

The assigned officiating team will be penalized 1 point per minute up to a
maximum of 25 points (one game), which will be imposed at the beginning of
the team’s next match.

12’'s Step in Rule

U12’s are allowed to step into the court to make contact for the serve.
All matches will be played with a volley lite volleyball.

Junior Girls Team

Junior boys are allowed to play on junior girls teams ONLY in CEVA region. Junior boys
will follow age definitions below:

11 year old boys- Male players who are 11 years or under will play 12U.

12-13 year old boys- Male players who are 12 to 13 years of age will play 14U.

14 year old boys- Male players who are 14 years of age will play 16U.

High School Boys- Male players who are in high school will not be allowed to play on Junior
Girls teams. They must seek out a Boys Volleyball Club Team.
